During the Autumn term your form prefects will help you to settle
in and remind you of where you need to go for your lessons. |f you
see any prefects around school they’'ll be able to offer you
support, should you ever need help with anything.

How will | find my way around?

Many new pupils worry that they will get lost at secondary school.
However, it is very easy to find your way around Etone, as each
block has a different name. The different blocks are; the Creative
Zone, the Inquire Zone, the Perform Zone and the Express Building.

Every classroom door has a letter and number on it, which tells you
what block the room is in. For example, room EO-4 is located in the
Express Building and room CO-2 is located in the Creative Zone.
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If the door number starts with If the door number starts with
a ‘0’ it is a ground floor room. a ‘Titis a first floor room.

The final number on the label indicates what specific room it is.

Your individual timetables will show you which room you need to go
to for each lesson and on your first day your form tutor will take you
on a tour of the school so you know where to find each room.

Can | go to the toilet during lessons?

You can normally only go to the toilet at break and lunch. However, if you
have a toilet pass for medical reasons you will be allowed to go during
lesson time.

Can | ride my bike to school?

We have a secure bike
store at the front of school.
You'll be able to lock your
bike there on the way in to
school and collect it at the
end of the day. The gate is
locked between 9.10am
and 3.00pm.




School Times

You will have 5 lessons each day. You don’t need to bring your
books for every subject every day, you should use your timetable
to see which books you need.

It's also a good idea to carry a plastic wallet/folder where you can
keep all of your homework sheets to help ensure you have them
with you ready for the due date.

None of these will
start in the first week of term, but from the second week you can
join many clubs such as sporting clubs, choir, coding club, STEM
club or you can just choose to work in the library and complete
homework after school with your friends.

Home-School Agreement

We aim to provide a happy and safe environment in which all
children and staff are encouraged to develop to their full potential.

To aid this we will ask all pupils, parents and carers to sign a
Home-School agreement. This will be issued to your child on their
first day in September.

Wisepay
Etone College is a cashless school.

We use a web payment provider for the payment of all trips, visits,
dinner money for our cashless catering system and any other
services the school offers.

Parents will be provided with login details to get into their child's
wisepay accounts. You will be able to top your childs account up
using the Wisepay mobile app. Parents are requested not to send
large sums of money into school with pupils.




Uniform Expectations

All pupils are expected to wear full college uniform at all times and their
appearance should be appropriate to a working environment. Shirts
must be tucked in, top buttons fastened and ties tied so that 6 stripes

Coats are not to be worn around the building.

Our uniform and PE kit is stocked by The Schoolwear Centre in
Nuneaton or Matchfit Kit in Weddington.

Jewellery

Pupils are permitted to wear a wristwatch and one pair of plain gold or
silver studs in the lower earlobe. Piercings must be taken out prior to all
PE lessons and sporting activities. Piercings in any other part of the
body are not permitted.

Any other jewellery worn will be confiscated and placed into the college
safe for collection at the end of the day. Should there be a third
occasion of confiscation, parents and carers are invited into college to
collect their child’s jewellery.

Make-up
Make-up in Years 7 and 8 is not allowed.

Make-up in Years 9, 10 and 11 is to be discreet and natural looking if it is
to be worn at all. False eyelashes are not permitted, nor are fake tans.

Nail varnish is not to be worn and false nails are also not allowed.

In the event of a make-up infringement, pupils will be asked to remove
their make-up and or nail varnish in house office. The Head Teacher’s
decision with regards to uniform (including hairstyles, make-up, nail
varnish and jewellery) is final.
